Melbourne Cleaning and Graffiti Management outcomes and next steps
Resolved – Split Motion A:
1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:
1.1. Notes the success of the new Clean City contracts in improving the overall amenity of the municipality.

1.2. Acknowledges the success of the City of Melbourne in collaborating with the major asset owners to remove graffiti and aligning service levels.

1.3. Requests management explore:

1.3.1. Opportunities to partner with the City of Yarra and other M9 councils around establishing consistent standards and approach for graffiti management and explore shared procurement options.

1.3.2. Bolster efforts and explore additional opportunities to establish new partnerships with major asset holders, leading to aligned service levels for cleaning and graffiti removal, or the establishment of a council service memorandum of understanding (MOU).

1.3.3. Seeking support from the M9 Group to lead a working group to explore a consistent approach to graffiti management including opportunities to work with the Victorian Government.
Resolved – Split Motion B:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

1.1. 
Requests the Chief Executive Officer, where appropriate, and where possible using City of Melbourne staff, to:

1.1.1. Make Victim Impact Statements on behalf of the City of Melbourne or support private property owners to do so, with those statements to detail the impact of property damage and the cost of repairs to assist the Court in determining sentence

1.1.2. Assist in applications for compensation orders from offenders

1.1.3. Commence civil proceedings against offenders where appropriate to recover the cost of repairs and property damage to Council property

1.1.4. Report back to Council no later than 28 February 2026 on the operations of this provision

1.2. Requests the Lord Mayor writes and advocates to the State Government and Opposition for: 
1.2.1. A change to The Graffiti Prevention Act 2007 (Vic) (the Act) to require offenders who have been sentenced to a community corrections order under the Act, to serve that sentence and undertake any restoration works in, or pay any recovery costs to, the municipality in which they offended instead of the municipality in which they live.

1.2.2. The Victorian Government – including their agencies such as Homes Victoria and Vic Roads - to adopt the City of Melbourne vandalism and graffiti removal standards, including enhanced time targets for cleaning their assets.
