1.2. make a municipal order under Section 10A(1) of the Act requiring the mandatory desexing of cats subject to the exemptions set out in Section 10B of the Act;

1.3. make a municipal order under Section 26 of the Act that prohibits cats from the City of Melbourne’s waterways, riverine environments and 14 major parks and gardens as listed below, unless under effective control by means of a purpose-built carrier, or harness and leash, and in the presence of the owner at all times:

· Birrarung Marr, Melbourne  

· Carlton Gardens, Carlton  

· Docklands Park, Docklands  

· Domain Parklands, Melbourne  

· Fawkner Park, South Yarra  

· Fitzroy Gardens, Melbourne  

· Flagstaff Gardens, Melbourne  

· JJ Holland Park, Kensington  

· Royal Botanic Gardens, Melbourne  

· Princes Park, Carlton  

· Queen Victoria Gardens, Melbourne  

· Royal Park, Parkville  

· Treasury Gardens, Melbourne

1.4. Apply these orders from 1 October 2025, allowing for a communication campaign notifying cat owners of these orders and allowing time for them to comply;

1.5. Publish a notice of the municipal orders in the government gazette; and

1.6. Request management report back to FMC or Council on the effectiveness of these municipal orders in mid-2026
