Notice of Motion, Cr Dr Olivia Ball: Countering extremism in Melbourne
Resolved:

2. That the Future Melbourne Committee, in the light of increasing extremist activity in Melbourne, culminating in violence on 31 August 2025, reiterates its condemnation on 2 September 2025 of all violence, intimidation and racism; and:
2.1. notes the findings of the 2022 parliamentary Inquiry into Extremism in Victoria;
2.2. asks management to recommend a program of evidence-based actions the City of Melbourne should take in response to the Inquiry, such as Recommendation 6, concerning initiatives to build social cohesion and trust in civic institutions, and Recommendation 7, concerning anti-racism education; and
2.3. asks the Lord Mayor and CEO to write to the Premier and Attorney-General, urging their Government to implement all the recommendations of the Inquiry as a matter of priority.

Notice of Motion, Cr Rafael Camillo: Proposed Victorian Government legislation to mandate working from home in Victoria
Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

1.1. Notes the proposal by the Victorian Government to introduce legislation to mandate the ability of public and private sector employees to work-from-home.

1.2. Requests the Lord Mayor write to the Premier to ask that the Victorian Government not proceed with proposed legislation based on the following:

1.2.1. A decision to mandate the ability to work-from-home has the potential to adversely impact Melbourne’s Central Business District through a future increase in office vacancy rates, a decline in city activation and negative impact on small businesses who rely on foot traffic. A vibrant city relies on thriving cafes, restaurants, retailers and service providers.

1.2.2. That flexibility in the workplace is best achieved by the negotiation between employers and employees and tailored to individual operations and needs. A one size fits all mandate will introduce another layer of red tape and bureaucracy and would disrupt existing successful flexible arrangements. It also does not recognise the diversity of Victorian businesses and operations.

1.2.3. Victoria is currently in need of policies which seek to build confidence, attract investment and drive economic activity. A mandated arrangement would put Melbourne and Victoria at a competitive disadvantage when compared to other major cities in Australia and worldwide.

18-76 Robertson Street, Kensington (public acquisition overlay) 

Resolved:

3. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

3.1. Note that Council’s intention for part of the land at 18-76 Robertson Street, Kensington as future public open space are established by the Macaulay Structure Plan and Open Space Strategy.
3.2. Request that the Minister for Planning apply an interim Public Acquisition Overlay (PAO) for the purpose of public open space to part of the land at 18-76 Robertson Street, Kensington in accordance with the structure plan. Should the Minister for Planning approve the interim PAO, direct management to prepare a planning scheme amendment seeking a permanent PAO within 12 months of the Ministers decision.
3.3. Requests that the Lord Mayor write to all relevant Minister/s – and update them on the city’s intentions for a PAO as part of its broader plans for open space under the Macaulay Structure Plan.
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
