East Melbourne Heritage Review - Amendments C484 (interim) and C485 (permanent) 

Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee resolves to:

1.1. Note the East Melbourne Heritage Review August 2022 (Attachment 2 of report from management).

1.2. Request that the Minister for Planning prepare and approve East Melbourne Heritage Review Interim Controls Planning Scheme Amendment C484 (Attachment 3 of report from management) pursuant to Section 20(4) of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 (Act).

1.1.3. Insufficient provision of shared facilities and communal spaces, resulting in poor internal amenity and diminished liveability outcomes; and

1.1.4. Inadequate Environmentally Sustainable Design (ESD) measures, contrary to Council’s commitment to sustainability and climate resilience

Notice of Motion, Deputy Lord Mayor Roshena Campbell: Concern over congestion levy increase and impact on city visitation
Resolved:

Notes the State Government’s intention to increase the Congestion Levy in 2026 by approximately 73 per cent in Category 1 and 2 spaces, which would result in a 19 per cent increase to parking fees at City of Melbourne-owned carparks and is expected to increase parking fees in privately owned car parks. 

1.2. Notes that the City of Melbourne's retail and visitor economy sector is recovering from the impacts of COVID and changed patterns in city visitation.  

1.3. Notes strong opposition by industry bodies, traders and other Local Government representatives, including members of M9, to the Congestion Levy increase with concern it will deter city visitation and stall the city's economic recovery.  

1.4. Requests the Lord Mayor write to Premier Jacinta Allan and Treasurer Jaclyn Symes, asking the State Government to reconsider implementing the proposed changes to the congestion levy.
